Weatherproofing.

Indurabond is a faced system that can provide a primary seal for the purpose of weatherproofing. Indurabond
has been tested to strenuous AS/NZS 4284 test and has passed.

This means that, where compliant, Indurabond can be used as the primary sealing layer therefore minimising
wall build up and maximising efficiencies.

It is highly recommended that fixings be made in accordance with Paneltec's instructions and procedures to
ensure that the surface is watertight and able to resist thermal or wind movements of the fagade.
